Forthill OOSC - COVID-19 Protective Measures
The club adheres to best practice and guidance in regard to COVID-19.  Guidance for both Early Learning and Childcare Settings and School Aged Childcare Services was published in June 2020 and has been updated regularly since.  Health Protection Scotland have also published guidance.  The main measures we have in place to prevent the transmission of COVID-19 are:

· We have a COVID-19 risk assessment which sets out the hazards and measures taken to mimimise the risk to staff, children, families and others. 
· Parents must wear face coverings when dropping off and collecting children and ensure that physical distancing between adults is maintained.    
· Staff must wear face coverings in corridors and communal areas and can choose to wear one when working.  
· As a rule, parents/carers will not be allowed into the club/nursey areas, however they can enter the building to provide emotional support.  In these circumstances a face covering must be worn and physical distancing maintained.  

· Soft furnishings have been removed. If a blanket etc. is used at any time, it will be by one child only and washed after use.  
· Messy play (sand, water, play-doh etc.) will be used and will be discarded at the end of the session.
· Children are discouraged from bringing their own toys into the setting.  
· The opening of doors and windows (excluding fire doors) is encouraged to increase natural ventilation. 

· Cleaning is carried out in accordance with guidance provided by Health Protection Scotland which includes:

· Frequently contacted surfaces including tabletops, chairs, doors, light switches, sinks and toilets are cleaned at least twice daily.  This will also include equipment for staff use, e.g. telephones, keyboards, desks.
· Toys and equipment are cleaned at the end of each session.  A cleaning schedule is in place for each area used and completed at the end of each session, this also include toys and resources used outside.  
· All areas used by the service are also cleaned at the end of each day by Tayside Contracts.  

· Frequent hand washing for staff and children should take place and at specific times which include:
	· on arrival to the setting.

· before and after eating.

· after using the toilet.
	· at regular intervals throughout the day

· when moving between different areas




· Antibacterial hand gel is available at the entrance for use when people enter the building.  
· Staff carry hand sanitiser to use when they are unable to access handwashing facilities.

· Full PPE is readily available for staff to use as needed.  
· Staff practice physical distancing as much as possible from other adults.

· Childrens contacts are minimised by grouping children together in different areas.
· Outdoor spaces are used during sessions, weather permitting.  
· Staff will follow the usual good hygiene practices when preparing and serving food including enhanced hand hygiene.  
· Meals and snacks involve a minimum amount of preparation.
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
